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'The Song of Sparrows’

In Tehran to fix the hearing aid, Karim is mistaken for a motorcycle taxi; an unforeseen opportunity he embraces in
earnest because his fares pay cash. And lots of it.

Contributions from editor Hassan Hassandoust and sound recordist Yadollah Najafi also underscore the turmoil of
the modern world. Grammy-nominated composer and musician Hossein Alizadeh, a master tar and setar player,
provides the haunting score.

Song of Sparrows was selected as Iran representative for foreign film in 81st Academy Awards. It won the Best
Actor Silver Bear award at the 2008 Berlin International Film Festival for the brilliant performance of its lead actor,
Reza Naji. It was also nominated for the US Golden Globe award for the Best Foreign Language Film among 53
foreign competitors.
